PUBLIC COMMENT:  Mental Health Director Ken Crandall, representing the Mental Health Advisory Board (MHAB), welcomes Supervisor Chapman as the Board’s representative on the MHAB.  Thanks Supervisor Hanson for his many years of service and presents him with a certificate of appreciation.
UNAGENDIZED BOARD REPORTS:

Supervisor Hanson:  1) Attended Herlong Public Utility District (HPUD) stakeholders meeting on May 6 with Assistant Community Development Director Joe Bertotti.  Reviewed some recent developments:  HPUD is in negotiations with the Department of Army on privatization of certain facilities outside of the gate; feels that is positive for the development of their system to service the community.  Mr. Pat Williams was here recently; the RFP has gone out; received 13 bids on the RFP; now doing due diligence on submitter of bidder at $2.6 million.  2)  Met with the Family Resource Center and discussed developments on theatre rehabilitation; previously allocated $1,000 from discretionary funds; they are doing a good job.  Thanks to Federal Correctional Institute (FCI) Herlong and their crews; they do very good work.  3)  Attended PSA II meeting last May 4; approved budget for 2009/2010;   allocated $182,000 to Lassen Senior Services; decided to stay with existing providers.  4)  Attended LAFCo meeting yesterday; approved standards and policies and received a report from CAO Ketelsen on fire protection.  5)  Transportation meeting May 11.

Supervisor Dahle: 1) May 6 attended Big Valley Community meeting with Health Department; talked about H1N1 Swine Flu.  All fire volunteers were there; discussed training and recent Spalding issue.  2)  Attended Transportation meeting yesterday; report on 20 year study from State Highway 299 from Weaverville to the coast.  Also met two or three weeks ago and drove a portion of Lassen County from Adin to outside of McArthur and mentioned issues up there; some of the smaller issues are beginning to be addressed.  3)  Has letters for Supervisors to sign if they are in support of SB 295 Dutton; could relieve some of the air quality measures due to AB 32 (Global Warming Solutions Act of 2006) and help stimulate the economy. 
Supervisor Pyle:  1)  Reports on meeting he and  Supervisor Hanson attended  with 4-H members; turned out well.  A group of 4-H members will be going to Sacramento to meet with Senator Cox and Assemblyman Logue and needed some ideas on what to talk about.  They need a project and the subject of Lassen County’s display at the State Capital came up; it needs to be fixed and they may take that on.  CAO Ketelsen suggests that FCI Herlong might be able to help.  

Supervisor Dahle:  4) Met with Rancheria representatives yesterday regarding the $25,000 from the State Commission on slot machines and it was divided as:  $5,000 for Alcohol & Drug;  $10,000 to improve side walk crossing at mini mart and $10,000 to Susanville Fire  Department Chief Stu Ratner for  equipment.

Supervisor Hanson:  6)  Congratulates Supervisor Pyle and his wife on the birth of their grandson.   
Supervisor Keefer:  1) Fair Advisory Board meeting will be held tonight; Supervisor Hanson will attend.  2) Today the Employee Recognition Committee annual barbeque will be held at Jensen Hall, 11:30 a.m. – 1:00 p.m.  3) Attended RAC meeting May 6; decisions were made on about 20 project applications that were submitted; approved a number of projects and will defer report to Heidi Perry-McCourt on her next visit.  4) Attended LAFCo and Transportation Commission meetings.  Previously reported that Caltrans was interested in using the Visioning Committee as public sounding board.  Attended a Caltrans value analysis workshop with staff on the Johnstonville 395 project (rehab and shoulder widening from Sunnyside Road past Litchfield); possibility of doing four lanes (adding two lanes between Johnstonville to Sunnyside Road) as an effort to start working on the Honey Lake Expressway.  It was decided to extend the value analysis to look at the whole project and see if it could work to include the four lane aspect; chances may be slim.  Mr. Huckabee of Caltrans in Redding said they could try to do it within shop budget.  Lassen County’s recommendation would be to have four lanes.
Supervisor Dahle:  5) Reports that Big Valley Power did pay their property tax in full.

PUBLIC HEARING - SIERRA PACIFIC INDUSTRIES, REZONE APPLICATIONS (2006-59 A, B, C, & D)

The Public Hearing was opened at 10:00 a.m.
County Counsel Settlemire: Introduces Rick Crabtree, outside legal counsel on the Sierra Pacific Industries (SPI) rezone legal challenge.  Mr. Crabtree presents brief history:  in June 2008 the Board approved four separate rezones that would have rezoned about 5500 acres from Timber Production Zone (TPZ) to Agricultural-Forest District (A-F).  Litigation was filed in several California counties; environmental challengers argued cumulative affects needed to be considered together.  SPI is looking to develop a different approach throughout the State and has asked Lassen County to withdraw the applications for rezones.  The litigation settled in Lassen County and SPI agreed to pay litigation costs.  Lassen County agreed to rescind approvals.  The rezones would not have taken place for ten years so the status quo would remain and the property would not be designated to rezone to A-F at this time.  Recommends the four resolutions and ordinances be approved.
No one speaks in favor or opposition to the proposal.  The Public Hearing is closed at 10:03 a.m.

INFORMATION FOR THE BOARD 

CAO Ketelsen:  1) Reports that last Monday there was an incident in Courthouse where sewer pipes failed.  There was damage to rugs that will have to be replaced.  2)  The Passaround file has some recent information from CSAC on a State level.  Recent information from the Governor’s office on State budget for 2009/2010 fiscal year deficiency has grown to 15.4 billion dollars; if measures on the May 19 ballot do not pass, the deficit will be 21.3 billion dollars.  The Administration is seriously considering declaring Proposition 1A suspended while they borrow 2 billion dollars from multi-jurisdictions; it can only be done once in 10 years and would be paid back in 3 years.  The Governor put California State Association of Counties (CSAC), Regional Council of Rural Counties (RCRC) and the League of California Cities on notice they are considering suspending Proposition 1A and Proposition 42 which has to do with transportation funding.  CSAC,  RCRC and League of CA Cities are opposing it.  $10 billion stimulus had some preconditions having to do with certain findings they had to make and they could not.  3)  Stimulus update:  The Public Works Department has put in for asphalt concrete overlay project for Termo - Grasshopper Road for an estimated $770,240 of stimulus funding and the remainder of $740,720 of the 1.5 million dollars Lassen County will get locally is slated for the City of Susanville for an asphalt overlay. If the City does not get it, the County has put in for an alternative asphalt overlay for a portion of Mooney Road; the County has put in for two buses and the Sheriff’s Department has a grant application on today’s agenda.
