PUBLIC COMMENT:  1)  Director of Family and Children Protective Services Terri O’Bryan:  Presents information on a report titled “We Can Do Better” regarding child abuse and neglect.  Highlights information in report: in California between 2001 – 2007, 763 children died from abuse/ neglect; in 2007, 88,319 cases were substantiated in California; notes poverty is closely associated with child abuse.  Reports on data relating to Lassen County: work on current plan is for placement stability.  
2)  Public Health Nurse Sarah North:  Reports on H1N1 vaccinations; reports who has received their supplies of vaccine.  School vaccination clinics start October 28 in Herlong and Doyle, working North.  Offer to students and pregnant teachers; letters and consent forms have been sent out.    Distributes information on clinics; discussion is held with Board members.   Chairman Keefer compliments staff on how well the last clinic was run.
3)  Lassen County Fire Safe Council Project Manager Tom Esgate:  States he would like to    comment on today’s agenda item H7, the request for a support letter for the Pit Resource Conservation District to Lassen County Resource Advisory Committee (RAC); presents information to the Board.  
UNAGENDIZED BOARD REPORTS:  Supervisor Pyle:  1) Attended a Chester Stewardship Council public information meeting on October 22 for Pacific Gas and Electric Company (PG&E)-owned lands in the Feather River Watershed.  Feather River Watershed includes Lake Almanor, Humbug Valley, Mountain Meadows Reservoir and Butt Valley Reservoir; interest was in Mountain Meadows Reservoir as it is the drainage for Hamilton Branch.  Looking for organizations to take over some lands.  Lands will be determined through public process; will give out conservation easements to conservation easement holders separate from the land owners.  Mountain Meadows Reservoir will be retained by PG&E but will have a conservation easement holder on it.   Presents further information to the Board.  2)  Requests moving agenda item H3 – Proclamation for Merle Lay to the 10:00 a.m. time certain slot.
Supervisor Dahle:  1) Attended a meeting with new Chairs of National Association of Counties

(NaCO) subcommittees in Washington, D.C.   White House representative on Intergovernmental Affairs, Michael Blake, spoke of another possible stimulus package but he did not think it would get through the House or Senate.   Speaker of the House Nancy Pelosi’s Chief of Staff spoke on a transportation bill; members of the committee talked about how this could bypass the State.  Attended a meeting on how to do “webinars” and will utilize that for future meetings.  Discussed health care and noted the public option would become the County’s responsibility.   2)  Announces Megan and he had a baby girl October 19 named Roslyn Ray Dahle (7 lb. 12 oz.); she is perfect and slept for 5 hours the previous night.

Supervisor Chapman:  1) Also attended the dedication of Hidden Valley Fire Station for BLM; feels it is a critical asset to the community.  Commends BLM for their tenacity in getting this accomplished.  The ribbon cutting was unusual in that the ribbon was made of wood and was cut with a chain saw.    2)  Attended the ribbon cutting for the Town Hill Project held by Caltrans.  3)  The Town Hill Safety Task Force will hold its annual meeting this week.  4)  Advised that the Johnstonville STIP Project was finally approved with work to start in June.  
Chairman Keefer:  1) Reports to members of the Susan River Fire Department that are in the audience that they will get their left hand turn in front of the fire station.  2)  Reports briefly on his trip to Wyoming; brought back one animal and had a close experience with a pack of wolves.  3)  Notes the Employee Recognition Committee set the date for the Christmas Party for December 8; the Board agrees to purchase the ham for that event.

COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT - BUILDING DIVISION

SUBJECT: Consider revisions to Lassen County Building Code, Title 12, to formally adopt the California Building Codes, set forth Building Division and Health Department authorities, reassign grading regulatory responsibilities, allow wood shake construction for additions, encourage connection to public sewers, re-designate the hearing body to act as the Housing Appeals Board, expand permit exemptions, revise and expand department review procedures for permit issuance and revise the language pertaining to fire district fees. 

ACTION REQUESTED: Open public hearing and continue public hearing to November 10, 2009.

Supervisor Keefer:  Announces this hearing will be continued to the November 10, 2009 meeting.  The public hearing is opened at 10:05 a.m.

CAO Ketelsen:  States staff has some additional concerns regarding this item and there will be some changes made when it comes back before the Board.

Lassen County Building Official Steve Fuller: Presents staff report and information on request to update building ordinances.  Some of the sections have been in effect since 1977 and there have been ten new editions of the California State Building Code since then.  The last time the California State Building Code was formally adopted was in 1992 and the way the County does business has changed through the years.  Notes that appendices need to be adopted by the Board or they cannot be enforced.  Explains the requested changes and updates including the option to allow the fire districts to collect fire fees before a permit is issued.  
Supervisor Chapman:  Commends staff for taking this time to do a thoughtful review of the process.

Presents history of how the process evolved and problems that it presented over the past years.  Encourages staff to look at public safety and protection; would like the Board to be advised in advance of any changes or updates and how that implementation would be administered so they will know how to advise their constituents.

Mr. Fuller:  Notes that in 1992 what the Board adopted was put out by a Uniform Building Code, it is now International Building Code.  Questions County Counsel on which code should be enforced 1991 Uniform Building Code or 2007 California Building Code.  County Counsel Settlemire:  Responds that State law would supersede County code.  Appendices would be the ones Lassen County has adopted.

Jim McCarthy (Board member of the Susan River Fires Protection District [SRFPD]):  Thanks the Board for being willing to assist SRFPD with the collection of fees; the program is working well.  Notes that Chief Hodgson looks at every project and it is now easier for staff to discuss issues with him.  Distributes background information on the fee collection.   Thinks it is good practice to collect fees prior to issuance of permit as some projects never get a final inspection or certificate of occupancy.  Would like to work together on this matter.  

Chairman Keefer:  Thanks everyone for their input and reports that this Public Hearing will be continued to the November 10, 2009 meeting.

U.S. FOREST SERVICE - LASSEN NATIONAL FOREST COMMUNITY LIAISON HEIDI PERRY-MCCOURT

Lassen National Forest (LNF) Community Liaison Heidi Perry-McCourt:  Distributes Resource Advisory Committee (RAC) update and timeline.  Committee met October 8 and worked on concept papers which are a change in the process this year.  They are due November 20; will know in December how many proposals will come back.  Presents update on sewer ponds noting 2.5 million dollars was received from the American Recovery and Reimbursement Act (ARRA) stimulus money but will probably need another 3 to 4 million dollars.

LASSEN MUNICIPAL UTILITY DISTRICT (LMUD)

LMUD General Manager Ray Luhring and Electric Operations Manager Dave Folce provide a power point presentation on the proposed project for 230 “kv” transmission line to support renewable energy projects in Lassen County.  
The Transmission Agency of Northern California (TANC) project has been put on a back burner which left a unique opportunity for LMUD to do a project.  A history of LMUD is presented.  LMUD has no internal generation of its own but does have three co-generation plants in the service area and one biomass plant at the Honey Lake Power Plant; these use over half of the LMUD system capacity.  There has been very little growth in the last few years.  Several developers have requested capacity in the LMUD system that it cannot presently provide.  LMUD recently met with developers to look at what projects could go forward.  In July TANC members voted to terminate the environmental review process but still agree as a group that additional transmission must be built to meet California goals for renewable clean energy and greenhouse gas reduction.  TANC would have allowed access to about 85% of the renewable energy resources identified in Northern CA; LMUD could probably access about 75% of that.  RPS (Renewable Portfolio Standard) requires that investor-owned utilities in CA provide 20% of their energy from qualifying renewable energy resources by 2020.  Governor Schwarzenegger signed orders to increase that requirement to 33% by 2020 (for both investor-owned and municipal utilities); would need to develop the transmission infrastructure.  Further details of potential transmission routes are provided with applicable maps.  LMUD feels the existing right of way would work; LMUD would be Lead Agency.  This would not be paid for through a JPA, LMUD’s only contribution would be the right of way; they will pursue any available state and federal stimulus funding and would not put ratepayers at risk.  They are requesting letters of support from legislators; they are not asking for any support of any particular energy project.  Will be meeting with environmental clubs to get them involved and present information to them why this project would cause the least amount of environmental impact.  
Chairman Keefer requests CAO Ketelsen meet with Mr. Luhring and bring a letter back for Board approval at the November 10, 2009 meeting.

Supervisor Chapman:  Reports that next Monday is the Deputy Clerk’s birthday; the Board extends birthday wishes.

Chairman Keefer recesses the Board meeting at 12:56 p.m. to reconvene at 5:00 p.m. at the Veterans Memorial Hall.

Reconvenes as the Lassen County Board of Supervisors

ALSO PRESENT: 
Susanville City Council (Convene); Lassen County Transportation Commission (LCTC) (Convene); and Caltrans Advance Planning Members: Caltrans District 2 Deputy Director Tim Huckabay, Caltrans Advance Planning Engineer Dale Widner and Engineer / Project Manager for the Johnstonville State Highway Operation and Protection Program (SHOPP) Phil Baker.

Supervisor Keefer:  States the purpose of the joint meeting is to discuss the long term plans for U.S. Highway 395 (Hwy 395) and how they relate to the Caltrans master plan for the Honey Lake Expressway, as well as the plans for the Johnstonville Rehab Project.  Introduces Caltrans District 2 Deputy Director Tim Huckabay.

Deputy Director Huckabay: Thanks everyone for attending the meeting.  Re-iterates purpose of the meeting, adds that the primary purpose is to receive feedback on the proposed plans.  Gives brief overview of recent history and long range plans for Hwy 395.  Mentions the Transportation Concept Report (TCR) that was presented last spring to the Lassen County Transportation Commission (LCTC), which publicly states the long term plan for Hwy 395 was a divided expressway.  Introduces the funding concepts that will be discussed, as well as Caltrans Advance Planning Engineer Dale Widner. 

Caltrans Advance Planning Engineer Dale Widner: Provides power-point presentation and overview of active studies and concept plans for Hwy 395. The proposed concept is for a 4-way divided highway on 395 for the 60 miles between Susanville and Hallelujah Junction, currently being referred to as the “Honey Lake Expressway”.  

Supervisor Keefer:  Feels that in general the public has been interested in a 4-lane divided highway from Susanville to Reno for a while, but is concerned with how the new highway alignment might affect the agricultural communities along the existing right of way.  Wanted to know if it is feasible to have a 4-lane freeway, as opposed to a divided highway in the agricultural areas that would be adversely affected by the project.  

Mr. Widner:  Stated safety is the major factor in the design of the project but acknowledges that the impact to the existing communities also needs to be addressed in the planning.  Currently there is not enough right of way everywhere, recognizes that the stretch from Milford to Janesville is the hardest part of the project due to these types of issues.  Mr. Huckabay:  Adds that the benefits from a safety standpoint are not as great with a 4-lane freeway as opposed to a divided highway and that this project is still a work in process.

Susanville City Councilmember Lino Callegari:  Asked, in regards to the Milford area, if a preliminary line alignment has been run and what amount of property will be affected.   Supervisor Hanson:  Informed Mr. Callegari that there has been a preliminary map drawn and there are some alignment considerations that will eventually be addressed.

Susanville City Councilmember Doug Sayers:  Recognizes the need for a 4-lane highway to Reno and thanks Caltrans for the direction they are going.  Has noticed the increased traffic on Hwy 395, feels that safety needs to be the most important factor while planning and all the other details can be worked out.

Mr. Huckabay:  Introduced Project Manager for the Johnstonville Rehab Project Phil Baker and gave overview of the two primary sources of funding for highway improvement projects; the State Highway Operation and Protection Program (SHOPP) and the State Transportation and Improvement Program (STIP).  States that SHOPP funds can only be used to maintain existing infrastructure, they can not be used on capacity increasing projects.  SHOPP dollars can not be used to build an expressway on the section of Hwy 395 being discussed, but they can be used to help get to that point.  STIP funds, on the other hand, can be used for capacity increasing projects.  Lassen County and the City of Susanville use STIP dollars for local rehab projects and for match funds. Explains what projects are currently being funded by SHOPP funds in the area, also clarifies STIP cycles.

Project Manager / Engineer Phil Baker:  Explained that the Johnstonville Rehab Project is one of those projects being funded by SHOPP.  The purpose of the project is to fix the deteriorated pavement from Sunnyside Road to Wendel Road. Currently the project is programmed meaning money has been put aside for all of the components of the project, the construction cost of the project is $28 million with a scheduled completion date of the Summer of 2014. While safety issues will be addressed during this project, road capacity will not.  However, this project does provide an opportunity to build a piece of the proposed 4-lane divided highway.

Mr. Widner:  Explains how funds could be leveraged to save money and improve safety on Hwy 395.  The proposed project would be built separate from the existing two-lanes and would work towards a 4-lane divided highway.  The 5 miles from Sunnyside Road to Richmond Road would be the beginning of the transition to a 4-lane highway. Due to the rules of SHOPP funding, there is a specific way this would need to be accomplished.  The concept is to build 2 new lanes of road rather than rehabilitating the 5 mile section.  In order to get around the fact that SHOPP funds can not be used to increase capacity, the old section of road would be temporarily given back to the County to be maintained and would only go as far as Bass Hill Land Fill.  At a later date, Caltrans would take that section of road back and incorporate it into a 4-lane divided highway to Reno using STIP funds.

Supervisor Chapman:  Expressed concern that the State could change their mind about the project, asked if there would be agreements made that would protect the County and make sure the funding would be available once the plan was put into effect. Mr. Widner: Assured that if the project moved forward all parties would be protected.
Supervisor Keefer:  Also expressed concern that public opinion could see this project as “building a bridge to nowhere” if once started, no real progress is made beyond Bass Hill.  Believes there are some issues that need to be worked out, but recognizes the need for something to be done, mainly due to safety concerns on that section of road.

Mr. Widner:  Explained that utilizing SHOPP funds in the proposed manner had not been done before and it would still need to be approved by the State.  Emphasizes that in this part of the State there isn’t enough funding for these types of projects and this is the only way it could be done.  Gives comparison between the traditional method for funding versus the partnership method.  Explains the partnership approach could save as much as $6 million overall on the Expressway Project.  More discussion is held.

Supervisor Dahle:  Requested that LCTC staff meet with Caltrans to develop a cost and timeline analysis for the project that could be used to prioritize issues and shared with the public. Supervisor Keefer agreed.  Supervisor Dahle:  Re-iterates the need for an expressway to Reno and feels the public agrees.  Added one question that needed to be addressed was what current projects would be affected if funding was diverted to the proposed project.  Further discussion is held.

Supervisor Keefer:  Summed up the requests by asking if some scenarios could be developed by staff that would show the potential impact to STIP funds and other planned projects, requests that information be brought back to the committee. 

Susanville City Councilmember Kurt Bonham: Also request that the information be presented using various timelines for completion, as well as best and worse case scenarios.  Mr. Widner:  Suggests a 1 year, 5 year, 10 year, and 20 year timeline for the analysis, states the information should be available for the next LCTC meeting scheduled for November 9.
Lassen County Transportation Commission adjourns.
