SUBJECT: Waiver of the Building Permit reactivation fee for expired building permit #2006-90, Norman Allen, pursuant to Lassen County Code section 3.18.100 (Request for Waiver or Refund of Application Fees).

PUBLIC DEFENDER
SUBJECT: 1) Public Defender draft Request for Proposals (RFP) to provide indigent defense services continued from December 20, 2011.  2) Investigative services. 
ACTION REQUESTED: 1) Receive draft RFP and give direction to staff.  2) Discussion and possible direction to staff. 
Attorney Mark Nareau: Feels timing probably is not great to proceed with what he previously presented to the Board regarding indigent defense services.  Concern is with communication when people come to the Board with ideas that have potential to save significant amounts of money; states he was not notified the item was to be discussed December 20, 2011.  Presents further information.  States he would be willing to re-visit this matter at a more politically appropriate         time.

County Counsel Crabtree:  Regarding Investigative services:  this item was brought back from December 20, 2011 meeting; this was to be an opportunity for the Board to ask questions and address concerns about the investigative services.  

Public Defender Rhea Giannotti:  Presents information regarding special services budget for investigative, subpoena services, expert witnesses.   
SPEAKERS:  Ron Wood (opposed to privatizing public defender services; presents information on investigative services); Private Investigator Ron Harrison (notes investigative rates vary between Courts and County; objects to out of county contracts).  

Discussion is held regarding contracts for services with local providers.  

Supervisor Chapman:  Suggests staff work with County Counsel to bring contracts to the Board that would allow for flexibility to choose whichever investigative services is felt to be appropriate at the time within the allocated budget.  Feels it would be appropriate to have a contract with all who provide services.  The Board needs to be informed.  

Discussion is held. 

Chairman Dahle:  Directs Interim CAO look into the matter and bring information back to the Board so they may consider taking action.
