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SUBJECT:
DESIGN REVIEW #2019-045, Masterman, Leufgen, Patton. The applicant is proposing a 900-square-foot accessory building that deviates from the height standard set forth at Lassen County Code Section 18.22.050(1)(B). The project site is zoned R-1-D (Single-Family Residential District, Design Combining District) and has an “Existing Residential” land use designation, the latter according to the Eagle Lake Area Plan, 1982. The project site is located approximately one mile south of the intersection of Spalding Road and Mahogany Way at 687-740 Tamarack Way in the Spalding tract at Eagle Lake. APN: 077-173-37. Staff Contact: Stefano Richichi, Associate Planner
The Lassen County Department of Planning and Building Services recommends the following findings:

1. The subject parcel is zoned R-1-D (Single-Family Residential District, Design Combining District) and has an “Existing Residential” land use designation, the latter according to the Eagle Lake Area Plan, 1982.
2. The applicant is proposing a 900-square-foot accessory building.
3. Lassen County Code Section 18.22.030(2) allows accessory buildings by right in the R-1 district. 

4. Lassen County Code Section 18.22.050(1)(B) states that accessory buildings are limited to 20 feet in height or the height of the main building (i.e., the residence), whichever is lower, unless approved by the architectural review committee. In this case, the proposed accessory building will be taller than the existing manufactured home on site. According to the applicant, the existing manufactured home is 15’ 8¾” tall. The proposed accessory building will be approximately 18’ tall.
5. The proposed accessory building meets all other development standards set forth by Lassen County Code Sections 18.22.050 and 18.108.235. 
6. The proposed accessory building complies with the 30-foot fire safety setback found at Lassen County Code Section 9.16.103(d)(1)(a), as well as the 30-foot setback required by the 2016 State Responsibility Area Fire Safety Regulations.
7. The applicant has proposed to have a black roof, and is willing to paint the accessory building a color that is satisfactory to the Architectural Review Committee.
8. The following policies from the Lassen County General Plan, 2000 apply to the proposed project:

· GOAL L-8: Neighborhoods which offer safe and pleasant living environments for the residents of Lassen County.

· LU21 POLICY: The County supports the need to maintain safe and pleasant living environments and, in consideration of related land use decisions, shall require mitigation of impacts which significantly threaten such qualities.

9. Pursuant to Lassen County Code § 18.118 (Design Review Guidelines), the Architectural Review Committee may make one of the following determinations:

a. Approve the application as submitted; or

b. Suggest any changes in the plans it deems necessary to accomplish the purpose of applicable design standards; or
c. Refer the application to the Planning Commission for a decision.
Code Requirements
1. The applicant must secure a building permit from the Department of Planning and Building Services before construction of the proposed accessory building.

2. The proposed accessory building shall not be painted in florescent, luminescent, or other extreme colors which detract from the appearance of the neighboring property, the community as a whole or the natural environment.
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
