The gross dollar value of all agri-crops for 1982 was $43,291,000, up
10 m{1lion dollars over 1981.

Field crop production, including the perennial leader alfalfa, was up 5
million dollars over 1981, with nursery crops up again almost 2 million -
dollars over last year as harvested acreage of strawberry plants increased.
25% to 400 acres.

Livestock and poultry production remained approximately the same at 10 mil-
lion dollars, but as expected, timber and tlmber products 1ncreased almost
3 ml]]lon dollars.

As in the past, this report indicates gross value only and does not rep-
resent net income to the growers.
