2. PUBLIC COMMENT/UNAGENDIZED DEPARTMENT REPORTS
Barbara spoke of the Homeless Housing and Information and getting representatives from all agencies to get enrolled in the system and get the licenses.  The consortium will pay for it all and no cost to the county.  Dean spoke about Byrne Jag grant and how they have been working part time with H&SS.  The diversion program is shut down due to lack of funding.  The funding is available again and Melissa Downing is working part time as a CSO and will be helping get that together to submit. They are scheduling a meeting on the 27th at 2 pm to discuss how they want it laid out this round. Barbara released an RFP for after hour services for 4pm-12am and a place for people to go for help and services.  They had discussed using the modular at the SO to be used if needed for people being released from Jail, Hospital or etc for after hour work. Dean and Melissa talked about a new bill to have them deliver them to a drug treatment program but there are none in the county and the struggles with that with having to transport releases back home after release.  
3. INFORMATION ITEMS
A. Jail Update-
Mike gave an update on the population, 127 with 54 sentenced males, 44 un-sentenced males, 13 sentenced females and 16 un-sentenced females. There are 2EM, 24 Shasta contracted inmates with 14 new ones on the way and 17 1170h inmates.  RFP for Inmate Phones will be coming out.  RFP for medical is closing 2/27.  2 more inmates received HS diploma.  Welding class all the equipment has been received.  Working on space for the program and an instructor. Dean mentioned that they are hoping to build a new space for Welding with the construction grant, or approach CCP for funds.  Dean is working on building a motor pool building and then a spate space for welding.  Serve safe all the materials are in and they are working on the curriculum.  The library is working on getting new books and had LCOE come and install wiring for their online program and book keeping.  Barbara has some education funds and might be able to help purchase some new books for the jail.
