2. PUBLIC COMMENT/UNAGENDIZED DEPARTMENT REPORTS
AFWD will be coming next month for their presentation on Prison to Employment    Grant. Data progress on felony filings and analyzing the information they received.  Devin has been working on that project.  Jennifer asked who would be good POC Marian from the Courts, and Sherry from the DA office, Gina at the SO, Angela at the Jail.  Dean mentioned that they get reimbursement for the prison costs and jail, DA.  Prison cases are really increasing so it will affect all criminal justice partners. Dean mentioned that they need a new records management system, they did an RFP and are reviewing and they would like to start a new program in the Jail.  Dean would like to explore to see if there is funds to pay for the start up for the Jail module.  A price quote will be forthcoming. This system will integrate with the DA’s system.  
3. INFORMATION ITEMS
A. Jail Update – 92 total, 10 contract from Shasta, 35 sentenced males 39 un-sentenced males, 17 sentenced females, 10 un-sentenced females and 17 1170h inmate, 3 on EM.  BSCC inspection was done last week, they added more beds and rated capacity is 214 now.  More beds are available for women now.  Jail program space from 402 need to remove bunks, tv to convert space to add for program space.  Jennifer Mohr stated they are short staffed which causes short enrollment in the classroom.  Hoping to retrofit that space to better operate program space.  $2,000 to retrofit this space into program area.  SHU has 40-50 inmates.  She could add programing to the lower SHU with this space with less inmate moves. She is hoping her AB86 grant will pay for this retrofit.  Dean mentioned that this would change their rated capacity if they retrofit this area.  Dean mentioned they are hoping to bring in more revenue with housing Men and Females from Shasta.  Jennifer mentioned 6 more graduates lately. LCC is doing 9th round of career reediness.  55 have completed this course.   July 2nd Chad from LCC will be starting the welding class with 25 inmates enrolled.   Dr Albertson to update MOU for services between LCC and the Jail.  Will be working with Amy from LCC.  LCC 75,000 for AB86 meeting was approved for the New Year.  Large portion of funds goes to the teacher.  Anger management completed first 12 week program, 5 completed.  Start a new round on the 12th with 20 enrolled for the next anger management class. Automotive class have been moving along hoping to get rolling this next year. This is the last week for Drug and Alcohol services in the Jail, working on finding an alternative.  Barbara mentioned her person has been out on leave and not able to fulfill services in the Jail at this time.  This is just temporary.
B. Riverside Dr Jail Connection Project – They meet and discussed and determined that the Pub Def wasn’t interested in changing their process. Remove this item 
C. Jail Caseload Pro Project –remove item and replace with Data updates. 
D. Realignment Plan/Everyone’s portions update for Draft Plan – Working on. 
E. Day Reporting Center Update – Jen mentioned that we are short staffed, and looking at redesigning the DRC and how the services get provided for adult and Juveniles.   Making some changes with the Hall closing and changing what services will be  offered.  
4. ACTION ITEMS 
1. FY 19/20 Budget- Discussion of the proposed budget.  Will increase the revenue to 1.9 million.  Dean made a motion to approve the item and Melyssah Rios made a motion to second the approval.  Item approved, motion carries.  
2. Re-Entry program for the Jail from the Change Companies estimate cost of $800.38. Jennifer Mohr discussion on the item for startup and if it works will find extra funding for future costs if it works well.  Dean made a motion to approve the item and Melyssah Rios made a motion to second the approval.  Item approved, motion carries.  
3. Addition Computers for the Jail estimate cost $5,676. Jennifer Mohr discussed she has 7 computers currently and needs more computers to be added.  They are all LCOE computers and serviced through them similar to how the county IT replacement program.  Will check on the annual cost from them for the off network computers and what the ongoing costs will be. - Item to be re-agenized for next meeting.  No action on this item was taken.
