1. Kim Keith & Heather Chavez- AFWD Presentation 
Provided a summary page on the grant. Heather gave a summary on the Prison to Employment Grant and provided stats for our county.  Part of the north state Workforce development region. Heather mentioned they have been awarded the grant, but haven’t received the funding yet.  Just wanted to come and meet with the group and introduce this opportunity for the criminal justice partners.  Heather mentioned that they are in the process of training their staff on the Law Enforcement side.  They have gone out to the prisons and met with inmates that are soon to be released to get a feel on what their needs are and what they want to do on the outside and the help they need to reach their goals.  They are willing to take the lead and then work with the law enforcement partners that would be supervising and provide check in with them on.  They want to work with HSS as well to make sure to offer services throughout all the county partners.  This is similar to Wraparound.  They have been working in Butte County with both juvenile and adults and has been working out great.  All types of clients are welcome not just inmates, court summary probationers, formal probationers, parolees.  130-140 enrollments between all 11 counties is their goal.  Referral process currently in Lassen County is just by phone call.  They are currently setting up contact information for the county and the region. Kim will be the point of contact for Lassen County.    
Jennifer Branning- do we need to agenize on what we want to do with Juvenile Hall after it closes.  Do we want to look at a group to come in and look and analyze the facility and pay them to take the lead on the project. Barbara mentioned that SAMSHA could be available to look into it. Admin is looking into what they can use the facility for, and waiting on a response.  Dean mentioned that the Jail Construction project will probably not move forward, and he would like to look at how to meet the needs of the inmates and look at an option that would bring in revenue.  BI Provides rehabilitation services at the Prison, would like to have them come and look at the space to utilize space and try to make enticing to bring in outside counties.  Jennifer will look into more options and bring back to the next meeting as an information item.
