2. PUBLIC COMMENT/UNAGENDIZED DEPARTMENT REPORTS
MRT Training coming up in Shasta County 10/21-10/24/19 if anyone is interested in attending. Jennifer Branning spoke about Juvenile Hall and see if the committee was interested in creating a workgroup on what we would like the new facility to be used for and the population.  Judge Nareau has expressed his interest in helping out designing what it will need to be used.  The workgroup would consist of Barbara Longo, Dean Growdon, Jennifer Branning, Judge Nareau, Tony Shaw and Richard Egan. They will discuss at the Department Head Meeting to see if others are interested. 
3. INFORMATION ITEMS
A. Jail Update – Mike Carney gave an update on the population.  42 sentenced Males, 15 sentenced females, 57 un-sentenced males, 15 un-sentenced females, for a population of 107.  19 Shasta inmates, 17 1170h, 3 on EM and 2 more to come out on EM.  Well path RFP contract is still being negotiated and hoping to complete soon.  GTL negotiations underway as well, working on a contract they will be transitioning from Edovo from the CCP costs and under the new agreement. They will have more tablets available for the inmates. RFP is out for Commissary.  Jennifer Mohr mentioned High School program is back in session with 9 enrollees, with 2 graduates.  9 enrolled in Computer Operations courses with a 2nd class to be starting up.  LCOE donated computers and had them installed.  Welding program is coming along, waiting on a quote for wiring.  2 graduates form Culinary with serve safe handlers.  9/9 class has 4enrolles.  Getting it Right class has 8 enrolled currently.  Anger management with 15 enrollees.  Kim Keith has been in with the prison to employment workshops in the Jail.  Funding opportunity for re-entry and permanent supportive housing through BJJ/2019/681 due 10/15/19 if anyone is interested. AA is going once a week, and working on getting NA to come in as well.  Dean mentioned they got the Tobacco grant and they are working assigning out 2 deputies to work in the schools.  BSCC votes in September on the Byrne Jag grant so hopefully that will be approved and can get running again and get the Life Skills training in the schools and run diversion cycles. Barbara mentioned that they have a Tobacco Program and Dean confirmed that they have been working together.  Jennifer mentioned if they want to work with Megan in Juvenile with Truancy.  Barbara mentioned kids who are smoking cannabis, and was curious if it was broader including vaping and etc.  Dean mentioned it does help wear vaping awareness not just tobacco. 
B. Data Update –Devin is looking in to the AB109 funding.  .2% of the state’s base went to the 19 host counties.  Still looking in to finding out what Lassen County is.  Working with Marriam on the court stats.  IF you send people to state prison it’s a major penalty and counts against us. Once we get true numbers then we can present back to the State on working to get more money since we have 2 state prisons.  
C. Realignment Plan/Everyone’s portions update for Draft Plan – Jennifer mentioned that they will start again on updating it.  They will update from the last revision.  Jennifer will send out to the group so everyone can really update and match funding.

D. Day Reporting Center Update – Currently reworking and re assessing what the needs are.  Trying to get all probationers assessed so we can see what services they need and programs we can run outside of work hours.  Jennifer mentioned they should have a plan for the redesign of the DRC along with a group sessions schedule to present back at the next meeting. 
E. Training Needs/Request- MRT training as discussed earlier. 
F. JDF Project Update- Resolution went 8/20 with October 1st as the closed date.  Contracts will be going to the BOS 9/17 for Shasta, Butte, and Nevada for housing youth.  Did briefings with all Law Enforcement agencies with CHP, and the Base police department to go out to soon on how the booking process for juveniles will look like.
